Expectations for Watershed-Integrated Sciences Partnership Teachers
The GK-12 Fellowship will provide a modest stipend for Participating Teachers for one year starting July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010 to be paid in two installments: after January 1, 2009; and at the end of the school by June 31, 2010.  Teachers are allowed one (excused) absence from workshop days (ESCI, counts as 5 workshop days).  After the first absence, you will receive a prorated stipend at the end of the relevant period based on participation.  Teacher teams will share the services of a science Graduate Fellow, and their time split between both teachers for the entire year.
Detailed Expectations (REQUIRED):

1.) Attend summer Workshop: Environmental Science Content Institute (ESCI): EEOS 525; August 19-25, 2009 and Sat., Nov 17th, 2009; 42 hours).  Professional Development Points are available; Graduate Credit (3 credits) is also available for the registration fee ($295) for the ESCI workshop.

2.) Attend the following one-day workshops (tentative) scheduled throughout the year.  


Saturday, November 17, 2009—ESCI Follow-Up and Presentation of Lesson Plans


Wednesday, March 24, 2010—How People Learn I (Tentative)

Wednesday, June 10, 2010—WISP Celebration (Tentative)
3.) Maintain a proper learning environment in the classroom.  Maximize the effectiveness of the Fellow in the classroom.  Work closely (plan assignments, mentor) with assigned Graduate Students starting in June, 2009  Mentor the Fellow--support their work in your classroom (10 hrs per week), plan lessons, instruct Fellows in classroom management practices and instructional strategies that maximize student achievement in science.

4.) Collaborate, plan, and reflect with Fellow (1 hour per week).  Integrate Environmental Sciences/Watershed Sciences into your curriculum where appropriate.  This includes 1 hour planning with Fellow per week and offering some flexibility in planned curriculum while maintaining focus on the requirements to teach the state frameworks.  It is also expected that Fellows and Teachers have 5 planning sessions (in person, on the telephone, or by email) over the summer (June-August, 2009) in preparation for the 2009-2010 school year.  
5.) Participate in program evaluation activities including but not limited to written surveys, interviews, observations, pictures for future publication, and possibly videotaping.  

6.) Attend planning meeting with Fellows in May 2008h (UMassBoston, 3:30-5:30 pm—date to be determined).  Planning will include how to integrate Fellows into the curriculum, schedule, and also how to best utilize Fellows’ supply/field trip funds.  A total of $1,600 is available for each Fellow assigned to each Teacher-Team ($800 per team of two teachers) for supplies, materials, special equipment, buses, or field trips in support of the Fellow’s educational enrichment.  Plans for these funds must be made by May 30, 2010 for most effective use of funds during the school year.  Requests go to John Lewis, WISP Assistant Director, and must be made 2 weeks in advance.
